         [College of Maritime Sciences (Engineering)]

- Department of Navigation Convergence Studies (Merchant Marine Officer – Deck Officer)
  : Offers integrated education across maritime management, maritime law and insurance, safety, intelligent navigation, and global studies   
    in line with the era of autonomous ships. Aims to nurture global maritime experts equipped with multidisciplinary thinking and          
    technical skills.

- Department of Marine System Engineering (Merchant Marine Officer – Marine Engineer)
  : Provides specialized education in navigation and marine engineering to safeguard maritime territory and ensure maritime safety. Also    
    trains marine police professionals through practical education in maritime investigation, rescue, and law enforcement, contributing to    
    national development.

- Department of Coast Guard Studies (Navigation Major – Deck Officer / Engineering Major – Marine Engineer)
  : Offers specialized education in navigation and marine engineering to protect maritime territory and ensure maritime safety. Trains       
    professional maritime police officers by combining practical instruction in maritime investigation, rescue, and security, contributing to   
    the nation’s advancement.

- Department of Maritime AI & Cyber Security
: Focuses on cutting-edge smart ship technologies based on AI and cybersecurity to foster future maritime security experts. Provides        
  national financial support and various scholarship programs to support outstanding talent.
  (*Students choose their major during the second semester of the first year: AI major leads to Deck Officer qualification, Cybersecurity    
   major to Marine Engineer qualification.)

- Department of Maritime Liberal Studies (Undeclared Major Program)
  : Allows students to choose any department or major within the College of Maritime Science.



[College of Ocean Science and Engineering (Engineering & Natural Sciences)]

- Department of Naval Architecture and Ocean Systems Engineering
  : A department that covers the overall field of naval architecture, including the design and construction of ships for transporting people  
  and cargo, as well as offshore structures for marine resource development. Aims to cultivate professionals with expertise in the entire    
  shipbuilding industry—from design to production.

- Department of Ocean Engineering
  : Focuses on the design of eco-friendly and smart marine structures and coastal development technologies. Trains specialists in ocean    
  engineering and promotes the development of sustainable marine infrastructure in response to climate change.

- Department of Energy & Resources Engineering
  : Offers education on the stable supply and development of essential resources such as petroleum, natural gas, and mineral resources—   
  foundations for national growth—while also covering a wide range of topics related to renewable energy utilization.

- Department of Ocean Architectural Engineering
  : Based on architectural principles, this department conducts research and design of structures suitable for marine environments,         
  nurturing professionals specialized in marine architecture.

- Department of Convergence on Marine Sciences
  1. Major in Marine Environmental Science: Studies integrated marine environmental management through analysis of coastal ecosystems,  
  marine climate, sediments, geology, and marine microorganisms.
  2. Major in Marine Biotechnology & Fisheries Bioengineering: A bioscience field focused on developing food, medicine, and materials using  
  marine organisms and microorganisms. (Majors are separated from the second year.)

- Department of Ocean Sports Science (Arts & Physical Education Track)
  : Trains experts in the fields of marine sports science, industry, and safety, while supporting various career paths such as rehabilitation,  
  special forces, marine police, and national team athletes.

- Department of Mechanical Engineering
  1. Mechanical Systems Engineering Major: Focuses on designing and operating mechanical and engine systems, which are core            
      technologies for ships, automobiles, and aircraft.
  2. Refrigeration and Air-Conditioning Engineering Major: One of only five specialized majors in Korea, teaching air conditioning and       
     refrigeration technologies, with expertise in HVAC system design for ships and large facilities.



- Division of Electronics and Electrical Information Engineering
  1. Electrical and Electronics Major: Covers the flow of electricity from power plants to homes, including electric vehicles, batteries,        
     railway electrification, and semiconductor technologies.
  2. Electronic and Communication Engineering Major: Focuses on communication technologies and system design using electronic devices.
  3. Nano-Semiconductor Engineering Major: An advanced interdisciplinary major that explores design and processing technologies for      
     next-generation semiconductor materials and devices.
  4. Radio Mobility Convergence Engineering Major: Teaches integrated technologies for radio waves, including Wi-Fi, broadcasting, satellite  
     communications, radar, and ship communication equipment.
  5. Data Science Major: A big data-driven engineering major that analyzes maritime and port accident data to predict and respond to accidents.

- Department of Artificial Intelligence Engineering
  1. Intelligent Control Systems Engineering Major: Focuses on designing and controlling AI-based robots and systems from a hardware perspective.
  2. Computer Engineering Major: Focuses on software technologies such as software development and AI algorithm design.

- Department of Logistics Systems Engineering
  : Covers the core technologies of Korea's export logistics, over 99.7% of which depend on maritime transport. Trains logistics             
  professionals to design and manage the efficient movement and distribution of resources.

- Department of Environmental Engineering
  : Tackles environmental pollution in water, air, soil, marine environments, and waste through engineering solutions, aiming to build       
  sustainable natural and urban environments.

- Department of Civil Engineering
  : Educates students in the design, construction, and maintenance of infrastructure such as bridges, roads, airports, ports, and tunnels—  
  contributing to social infrastructure development closely linked to national economic growth.

- Department of Ocean Advanced Materials Convergence Engineering
  : An interdisciplinary engineering major that develops strong, efficient new materials resistant to marine corrosion, and applies them to   
  ships and offshore structures.



[College of Maritime Humanities & Social Sciences (Humanities & Social Sciences)]

- Division of Shipping Management
  : Focuses on understanding the unique risks of shipping companies and learning business strategies tailored to the global logistics        
  environment, which differs significantly from that of land-based industries.

- Division of Maritime Law
  : The only department in Korea specializing in maritime law, covering accidents, transactions, and navigation at sea. Aims to nurture     
  legal professionals with expertise and strong international employability.

- Division of International Trade and Economics
 : Provides comprehensive education in trade and economics, focusing on exchange rates, tariffs, and trade statistics. Prepares              
 practice-oriented trade experts for careers in trading companies, banks, customs, and more.

- Department of International Relations
  : Teaches international trade, diplomacy, and FTA strategies, fostering experts who support overseas expansion and alternative market    
  development for businesses.

- Department of Public Maritime Administration
  : A major that focuses on maritime policies and systems, based on public and private sector administrative studies.

- Department of English Language and Literature
  : Develops advanced English proficiency for international maritime settings, focusing on maritime-specific English. Encourages             
  interdisciplinary learning with other majors, opening pathways into diverse fields.

- Department of East Asian Studies
  : Offers integrated education on the history, languages, and policies of Korea, China, and Japan, cultivating regionally specialized          
  international professionals.

- Division of Open Major in Humanities and Social Sciences (Undeclared Major Program)
  : A flexible, self-designed major that allows students to choose their desired department after completing two semesters, enabling          
  exploration of diverse pathways within the College of Maritime Humanities & Social Sciences.
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
