In May 1954, Dr. Charles D. Stokes, an American Methodist missionary,
founded Mokwon University.

As Mokwon University is the very first private university in Daejeon, we are
under the supervision of Korea's Ministry of Education based on the Private
School Act. With the founding philosophy of “Truth-Love-Service,” we
contribute to national development by training outstanding individuals in the
cultural art and education fields, who will be involved in the country and
human society.

Daejeon was promoted to the central city in 1988 as the center of administration,
culture, and economy in the central region and renamed Daejeon Metropolitan City in
1995, following the implementation of the local autonomy system. The
Daedeok Research Complex, which was established in 1974, has become the
center of Korea's science and technology, which supported Daejeon in
becoming “the City of Science.” Moreover, in 1998, with the opening of the
Daejeon Government Complex (10 other government agencies, including the
National Statistical Office and the Public Procurement Service, were relocated)
Daejeon became an administrative city.

Upon final acceptance, applicants may be requested to deposit private insurance
fees and dormitory fees necessary for administrative processing before entry.
To graduate, students must complete chapel courses for at least 4 semesters
over 4 years (8 semesters for theology).

We will provide airport pick—up service upon arrival, and you must arrive at
the school immediately after pick—up to complete the admission process.

Students who study in a language training course before entering Under
Graduate School must live in our university's dormitory for one year.
