| . Overview of Yonsei University

Yonsei University, located in the heart of Seoul, is one of the most prestigious
universities in Korea and it is also well known as the most globalized university.

Since its establishment in 1885, Yonsei has been a leader in international education in
Asia and has established cooperative relationships with distinguished institutions around the
world. Our university has been active in exchanges with over 730 higher education
institutions in 78 countries around the world. As of April 2024, 3,998 international students
are enrolled in our university. Due to such international exchanges, Yonsei University ranked
50th in the 2026 QS world's university rankings and was evaluated as a superior private
university. Yonsei University offers a variety of international educational curriculums
including international summer school, semester/year abroad program, short-term exchange
programs, and Korean Language Institute. Moreover, Yonsei University dedicates its best
efforts to attract and foster outstanding individuals by English programs such as Underwood
International College, Graduate School of International Studies and Global MBA. In particular,
Yonsei University offers more than 1,000 English lectures, and has outstanding,
world-renowned faculties who have received doctorates from prestigious American
universities such as Harvard, Stanford, and Columbia. Through these efforts, we strive to
provide the same level of education to students even if they do not study abroad, and we
are doing our best to improve the satisfaction of school life for international students
through various projects such as inviting Nobel Prize winning scholars. In addition, we have
established the Global Leaders College and Global Basic Education Division to provide
educational programs for international students, actively supporting them to successfully
adapt to our university and complete a successful study abroad.

2. Notes
A. Current Accreditation by College and Department:

- College of Business: Department of Business Administration has been certified
with  KABEA(Korean  Association of Business Education  Accreditation),
AACSB(Association to Advance Collegiate Schools of Business International),
EQUIS(the European Quality Improvement System) and AMBA(the Association of
BMAs)

- College of Nursing: Department of Nursing has been certified with

KABONE(Korean Accreditation Board of Nursing Education).
B. Applicants of College of Nursing can only enroll to Spring semester and be

accepted with TOPIK level 5 or above.
C. School of Computing is divided into three departments - Computer Science &

Engineering, Artificial Intelligence and Artificial Intelligence Systems, and the specific
department will be selected and assigned upon advancement to the sophomore
year.

D. Global Leaders College students can select a specific major within the Global

Leadership Division.

- Global Leaders College aims to foster global leaders who can spread and share
Korean values on the international stage, who can understand cultural differences
and contribute to promoting communication between cultures, and creative
convergent leaders to create core values in future society through interdisciplinary
integration and convergence. Currently, the department operates five majors
(International Commerce, Korean Language and Culture Education, Culture &
Media, Bio & Living Engineering, and Applied Information Engineering), and
students can freely study two or more majors through multiple and minor majors.

E. Starting from 2014, freshmen are required to reside at Incheon International Campus
for the freshmen year(1st and 2nd semester).

2. Eligibility for Requirements
A. Applicants must graduate from the high school or the equivalent as recognized by
Article 98 of ENFORCEMENT DECREE OF THE ELEMENTARY AND SECONDARY
EDUCATION ACT.

Important Notes on Eligibility for Application

* Applicants and both their parents must hold non-Korean nationality.

* If the applicant or any one of the applicant’s parents has dual citizenship, one
being Korean, the applicant is not eligible for this track.

* Only applicants and both parents, who have acquired foreign citizenship before
the applicant started high school education (Grade 10) or the equivalent, are
eligible for this track.

B. Additional eligibility for Nursing
. Applicants must submit a TOPIK score level 5 or higher that is valid during our
school’s evaluation period(planned in mid-November to mid-December)
C. After completing the application or getting admitted to the university, applicants are
NOT allowed to change their major.

3. Evaluation Criteria
: Yonsei University makes a comprehensive evaluation of each applicant based on his
or her academic achievements and potential, as well as non-academic
accomplishments. High school transcripts, scores of standardized tests, awards,
certificates/licenses, language proficiency test scores, and high school profiles are
representative elements used for the evaluation of applicant’s qualifications.



4. Required documents
A. NIIED required documents
B. Notes for submitting documents
1) Applicants must submit any official certificate to prove their birth date and name
if there is any discordance in documents.
2) Documents which are not in Korean or English should be translated and notarized
in Korean or English.
3) Please confirm the contact information such as email address.
4) If an applicant fail to submit the required documents by the deadline, we will
disqualify the applicant.

5. Korean Language Proficiency
A. According to the National Institute for International Education (NIIED) guidelines,
students who got accepted need to take the Korean language course for 6 ~ 12
months.
B. If an applicant does not meet the TOPIK Level 3 (Except College of Nursing)

criteria_as of February 2027, the applicant's admission will be canceled (or

suspended in accordance with the quidelines of the NIIED).

C. Applicants of College of Nursing should have TOPIK level 5 or above when they

apply and start a degree course in March 2026 without taking a Korean language

course.

6. Global Basic Education Division

A. All international students who have been admitted to the various departments of
the university will be expected to complete Korean language and basic education
courses at GBED during their first year. GBED provides international students with
basic liberal arts, basic math and basic science courses to improve their academic
skills before they take their major classes. It also offers Korean classes so that
they can improve language skills for academic performances, adjust to college and
successfully complete their studies at Yonsei University. (Nursing major is
excluded)

B. Korean Language Education
GBED curriculum provides Korean language classes to International students in
accordance with the students’ Korean skills which are determined by the Korean
Language Proficiency Test or TOPIK. For a successful college curriculum
achievement, it is necessarily encouraged for the students to improve Korean
language skills as much as possible before admission.
